1. Anybody in There? Who was Bach?  When did he live?  What were his most favorite pieces?  Why do you enjoy this song?

2. Bull in a China Shop  Why do the words to the song have a bull in it?  What does the idiom, “bull in a china shop” mean?

3. Hot Cross Buns  Why do you think this is the first song anyone learns on any instrument they are taught?  How quickly did you memorize this piece?

4. Beethoven’s Wig  Who was Ludwig Von Beethoven?  When did he live?  What are his most famous pieces?  Tell about how he wrote music even after he went deaf.

1. Anybody in There?  Jessica Cook, 
That song was called “Anybody in There?”  It comes from the “Toccata and Fugue in D minor,” written by Johann Sebastian Bach.  Mr. Bach lived during colonial times.  There was a popular style of wearing a long curly wig, like the one you see on George Washington.  Johann played hymns on an organ for a duke.  Bach tried to convince the duke to let him play compositions that weren’t plain old hymns.  When he was turned down, Mr. Bach wanted to leave.  But he was such a wonderful organist that the duke wouldn’t let him go.  Johann Bach fought for his freedom, because only when he was free would he be able to write more pieces as wonderful as the “Toccata and Fugue in d minor.”  We hope you enjoyed it.

2. Bull in a China Shop  Marleen
